SOME EXCITING THINGS YOU CAN SEE AND DO IN ATLANTA


This list will give you an ideal of the many beautiful and interesting sights there are to see in the Atlanta area.  





For nature lovers and those interested in learning about life in the South during the Civil War, a visit to Stone Mountain should be at the top of the list.  The mountain, which is the world’s largest exposed mass of granite, dominates the park.  Popular attractions include a hike or skylift up the mountain, a restored antebellum plantation, a Civil War museum, a cruise aboard a  paddle boat, a train ride around the base of the mountain, and a wildlife petting zoo.





Atlanta is rich in history and the Atlanta History Center gives you an opportunity to discover the South in one afternoon.  Hear stories of the Civil War,  the civil rights movement and much more at the museum.  The tour includes a southern mansion, a plantation farmhouse, lovely gardens and nature trials.  





Atlanta’s diverse history includes the civil rights movement.  We are proud to be the home of the Martin Luther King Jr. Center for Nonviolent Social Change.  Visit Dr. King’s birth home, Ebenezer Baptist Church were he preached, his tomb, and a museum highlighting the civil rights movement and Dr. King’s life. 





The Jimmy Carter Presidential Library and Museum showcases the life and administration of this popular United States president.  Films and exhibits focus on his years in the White House, and a full-size replica of the Oval Office is on display.





Take a tour of CNN Center, world headquarters of Cable News Network, which is adjacent to Centennial Olympic Park.  You’ll see a short movie about the history of CNN then observe the newsroom in action from a glass-enclosed balcony.





Enjoy a relaxing stroll through the Atlanta Botanical Gardens located near midtown.  The gardens include 15 acres of formal gardens and 15 acres of hardwood forests with woodland trails.  Take time to visit the Fuqua Conservatory which houses exotic plants and animals from tropical and desert ecosystems. 





Tour the Margaret Mitchell House and learn about the life of Margaret Mitchell, author of  Gone With the Wind.  See the apartment where she actually wrote the novel and visit a museum and gift shop dedicated to GWTW memorabilia, artworks and artifacts.  





Atlanta is known as the cultural center of the South.  Spend some time at the High Museum of Art which is a contemporary architectural wonder located in the heart of beautiful midtown Atlanta.  Enjoy viewing the museum’s many permanent collections as well as quality exhibits on loan.


 


The Fernbank Museum of Natural History houses the South’s largest natural history collection.   “Dinosaur Hall” is a must-see.  Time permitting, you can take an exciting journey to a faraway place by viewing the feature film in the museum’s IMAX theater.





Spend an enjoyable half-day visiting the Atlanta Cyclorama and Zoo Atlanta, the two main attractions at Grant Park.  Enjoy viewing the world’s largest painting in-the-round depicting the Battle of Atlanta.   Afterwards, take time to tour Zoo Atlanta, one of the nation’s top zoos and home to over 1000 animals.





Some of Atlanta’s best shopping is available at Lenox Square and Phipps Plaza, both within easy walking distance from your hotel.  Lenox Mall is the area’s largest shopping mall with over 250 retailers including Neiman Marcus.  Phipps Plaza, just across Peachtree Street from Lenox, has over 200 retailers including Saks Fifth Avenue, Lord & Taylor, Gucci, Tiffany & Company, Gianni Versace, and Pierre Deux.  Both malls have food courts, fine restaurants and movie theaters for your enjoyment.
