The Atlanta History Center is a wonderful example of life in the “old” South. The Center is located on a beautifully landscaped piece of property nestled in one of the nicest neighborhoods the South has to offer.  Complete with a lovely southern mansion, a plantation farm house and pristine walking paths, the Center is a visitors’ dream.  You’ll also have the opportunity to stroll through the Atlanta History Center museum which highlights the Civil War, the Civil Rights Movement, and the evolution of the South.  A nearby neighbor of The Atlanta History Center is the home of Georgia’s Governor, the honorable Zell Miller.  This spacious and traditionally southern home is well worth the detour for a quick drive-by glimpse.  Before arriving at Centennial Park for lunch, we’ll coast down Peachtree Street, passing along the way the home of Gone With the Wind author, Margaret Mitchell. 





Centennial Park is a new addition to the Atlanta landscape which serves as a lasting memory of the 1996 Olympics.  Located in the heart of downtown Atlanta, this park offers a perfect setting for a picnic lunch. We’ll take some time to relax and enjoy the sights such as the water garden, the strolling paths lined in Olympic “bricks,” and the many commemorative statues.  Also, children and adults alike will delight in seeing the large Olympic Rings water fountain.





Following lunch, we will move to the CNN Center located just across the street from the park.  CNN Center is the world headquarters of Cable News Network and tours of the studios and live broadcasts are available to the public.  The tour takes approximately 40 minutes and is very informative.  There are also several souvenir shops and cafes located in the CNN building. 





If time permits, after the tour of CNN, we will move to Underground Atlanta where shopping opportunities abound. Numerous souvenir shops, boutiques, and eateries make up this popular tourist destination which was created from “turn of the century”�buildings that went ”underground” when elevated roads were built in the 1920’s.     �
